5. All paintings, drawings and mixed media should be on A4 or smaller. 
6. Mixed media is defined as combining different mediums in one art piece e.g., pencil drawing 

and painting together; or textas, crayon drawing and collage together; or a range of collage 
materials in one art piece. 

7. All models to fit on a sheet of A4 paper or card. 
8. Photographs must be taken by the exhibitor and mounted on black A4. 
9. Cookery exhibits are to be covered and on plain white paper/plastic plate/bowl, the smallest 

size possible. 
10. Exhibit card to be attached to the plate/bowl not the plastic cover, as this is removed before 

judging. 
11. Highest Aggregate - $50.00
